So You Want To Be A KAR Officer …
Being elected as an officer of the Kansas Association of REALTORS® is an honor and a duty to your peers from across the State of Kansas. 

KAR has five officer positions: 

* President (automatic from President-Elect)
* President-Elect (one-year term)
* 1st Vice President/Treasurer (one-year term)
* Immediate Past President (automatic from President)
* Zone Vice President (two-year term)
The Elections

Elections take place during the annual KAR Mid-Year Meetings. Members of the KAR Board of Directors vote to elect the 1st Vice President/Treasurer and the President-Elect.  Directors from within each Zone vote to elect their respective Zone Vice President in a Zone Caucus meeting.  (See Article IV of the KAR Bylaws)

In order to be considered a candidate for any of the above mentioned officer positions, you must become a certified candidate by declaring your candidacy in writing to the KAR Chief Executive Officer.  The KAR Chief Executive Officer will certify you are a member in good standing and that at least one local board/association has placed you in nomination.  You can declare your candidacy at any time throughout the year; however, certified candidacies shall close 30 days prior to the date of the Mid-Year Board of Directors meeting for officer positions that will be elected for the following year.

Officer terms begin January 1 following their election. 

Getting On The Ballot
If you’re interested in becoming an Officer of the Kansas Association of REALTORS®, you can declare your candidacy by asking your Local Association of REALTORS® to fill out an Officer Nomination Form. This nomination form, your resume, and a letter of reference from your Association, should be received by the CEO of the Kansas Association of REALTORS® at least 30 days prior to the KAR Mid-Year Meetings (currently held annually in June). 

Nominations for Officers may be taken on the floor of the Board of Directors meeting, provided the member is in good standing with the Kansas Association of REALTORS®. 

Your Duties as An Officer
Each office has different responsibilities. Here are the job descriptions.
So You Want To Serve as a Director for the NATIONAL ASSOCIATION OF REALTORS®
Being elected as a member of the NATIONAL ASSOCIATION OF REALTORS® Board of Directors is an honor and a duty to your peers from across the United States.

The State Association has two at-large NAR Director positions on the NATIONAL ASSOCIATION OF REALTORS® Board of Directors. The State Association President is also an automatic NAR Director during their term.
The NATIONAL ASSOCIATION OF REALTORS® may also appoint additional members of their Board of Directors. Kansas is represented on the NAR Board of Directors by former NAR President Nestor R. Weigand, Jr., of Wichita; and NAR Distinguished Service Award recipient Ben Blair of Topeka. 

Large Local Associations (over 2,000 members) are also eligible to have representatives on the NAR Board of Directors. These Directors are elected by the Local Associations. Anyone interested in serving in these local association slots should contact their Local Association.

The State Association at-large NAR Directors serve a three-year term – one year as an NAR Director-elect and two years as a full voting member of the NAR Board of Directors. 

The Elections

Elections take place during the annual KAR Convention. Members of the KAR Board of Directors vote on the NAR Director-Elect from a list of certified candidates as determined by the Chief Executive Officer. 
In order to be considered a candidate for the NAR Director-elect position, you must become a certified candidate by declaring your candidacy in writing to the KAR Chief Executive Officer.  The KAR Chief Executive Officer will certify you are a member in good standing and that at least one local board/association has placed you in nomination.  You can declare your candidacy at any time throughout the year; however, certified candidacies shall close 30 days prior to the date of the Annual Convention Board of Directors meeting for the Director-elect position that is elected for the following year.

Getting On The Ballot

If you’re interested in becoming an NAR Director-elect and subsequently an NAR Director representing the Kansas Association of REALTORS®, you can declare your candidacy by asking your Local Association of REALTORS® to write a letter placing you into nomination. There is no nomination form. This letter along with your resume should be received by the CEO of the Kansas Association of REALTORS® at least 30 days prior to the KAR Convention.

Serving as a member of the Kansas Association of REALTORS® Board of Directors is a great way to learn more about the industry, increase your referral network, and make a difference for REALTORS® and property owners in Kansas.

The KAR Board of Directors includes the following members:

· KAR President

· KAR President-Elect

· KAR 1st Vice President/Treasurer

· KAR Zone Vice Presidents

· All active past KAR State Presidents

· All National Association Directors or officers

· Presidents of all State Association Chapters of the Institutes, Societies and Councils (CRS Chapter; CRB Chapter; WCR Chapter, etc.)
· Each Local Association President

· And KAR Board Of Directors, as elected by the Local Associations, according to the membership formula

Membership Formula

Each Local Association has Directors on the State Association Board of Directors based on the size of the Local Association. For each 200 primary Kansas REALTOR® members of the Local Association, the Association receives one representative on the KAR Board of Directors. 

For instance, if the Local Association has 250 members, they receive 2 representatives on the KAR Board of Directors. If the Local Association has 1,300 members, they receive 7 members on the KAR Board of Directors.

Membership numbers are based on the Association’s membership count on November 30 of the previous year. 
Each Local Association should report the names of their officers and KAR Board of Directors members to the State Association prior to August 1 each year, according to the KAR Bylaws. The Directors will then be recognized as elected during the KAR Annual Board of Directors meeting, held in conjunction with the KAR Convention. 

Elected members of the KAR Board of Directors serve two year terms. Directors from Local Associations in Zones 1, 3, 5 and 7 begin serving their terms in odd-number years. Associations in Zones 2, 4, 6 and 8 begin serving their terms in even-numbered years. 

Alternate Directors

Local Associations may appoint Alternate Directors for any KAR Board of Director member who is unable to attend the Board of Directors meeting. The names of the alternates and who they will be representing should be received in writing by the CEO of the Kansas Association of REALTORS® at least three working days prior to the date of the Board of Directors meeting. Alternates must be Kansas REALTORS® in good standing with the Association. 

Attendance

Any member of the Board of Directors (with the exception of Past State Presidents) who is absent more than two regularly scheduled Directors’ Meetings during a calendar year will be deemed as resigned from office. The Local Association may replace the resigned Director within 45 days of the publishing of the meeting minutes. If an alternate director is present at the meeting, the elected director is not considered absent.

So You Want To Be A KAR Zone Vice President … 

Being a Zone Vice President for the Kansas Association of REALTORS® gives you unique learning opportunities, and the ability to make a difference for your peers in the Kansas real estate industry.

The Kansas Association of REALTORS® is made up of eight “zones” or geographical regions representing the REALTORS® who live in that area. For a map of the KAR Zones, please click on the Zone Map under KAR Committees. Each Zone is represented on the KAR Executive Committee by a Zone Vice President, elected from the Board of Director members from that Zone. 
The Elections

Elections take place at the individual Zone Caucuses during KAR MidYear Meetings annually. Members of the KAR Board of Directors from that specific Zone vote on the Zone Vice President, from a list of certified candidates as determined by the Chief Executive Officer. Being a “certified candidate” indicates that you are a member in good standing with the Kansas Association of REALTORS® and meet the eligibility requirements of the office.

Zone Vice Presidents serve two-year terms, beginning on January 1 after their election. Zone Vice Presidents from Zones 1, 3, 5 and 7 are elected during even-numbered years and take office on January 1 of the next year. Zone Vice Presidents from Zones 2, 4, 6 and 8 are elected during odd-numbered years, and take office on January 1 of the next year.

Zone Vice Presidents may serve no more than two consecutive terms.

Getting On The Ballot

If you’re interested in becoming Zone Vice President of the Kansas Association of REALTORS®, you can declare your candidacy by asking your Local Association of REALTORS® to fill out an Officer Nomination Form. This nomination form, your resume, and a letter of reference from your Association, should be received by the CEO of the Kansas Association of REALTORS® at least 30 days prior to the KAR MidYear Meetings (currently held annually in June). 

Nominations for Zone Vice Presidents may be taken on the floor of the Zone Caucus meeting, provided the member is in good standing with the Kansas Association of REALTORS®. 

Also, all nominees must be a member of KAR, and a member of a Local Association within that Zone. The Local Associations within the Zone “rotate” or take turns in having a member of their Association as the Zone Vice President. For instance, if the Goodland Board of REALTORS® has been represented with a member of their Board as the Zone Vice President, then the next Zone Vice President from Zone 8 would come from one of the other Boards in that area – Colby, Great Bend, Hays or Russell. If no other Board has a nominee for the Zone Vice President position, the same Board is eligible to provide another Zone Vice President.
The members of the Kansas Association of REALTORS® Board of Directors vote on the candidates at the Board of Directors meeting at the KAR MidYear Meeting.
